L. INTRODUCTION

In line with the strategy and objectives of the approved UNESCO Programme an.
Budget for the Fellowships Programme Section, the UNESCO Category Il International
Center for Sustainable Energy Development (ISEDC) in Moscow (Russian Federation) is
offering twenty (20) fellowships of four weeks (4) duration each in 2014.

(b) Files which are incomplete or received after the deadline for the submission of
applications and candidatures, and do not fulfil the requirements mentioned
above, will not be considered..

{c) Each invited Member State is requested to nominate not more than two (2)
candidates.

SELECTION OF BENEFICIARIES
(a) The final selection of beneficiaries lies with ISEDC.

(b} The National Commission of selected fellows will be duly informed by
UNESCO and the letter of award will immediately follow.

(c) UNESCO will authorize the departure of beneficiaries who have completely
complied with the requirements stipulated in the letter of award.

(d) Candidates not informed of their selection by 1* September 2014 should
consider that their applications have not been approved.

FACILITIES OFFERED BY ISEDC

i) Beneficiaries will be exempt of paying tuition fees for the entire duration of
studies/training;
ii) Fellows will undertake studies/training under the supervision of an advisor or

study director that will be provided by the host institution;’

iii) The donor Government will pay stipends to beneficiaries on a monthly basis, in
» local currency. The stipend amounting to eight hundred (800} US dollars is
intended to cover living expenses such as accommodation, meals, pocket
expenses, and incidentals.
iv) ISEDC will assist in obtaining modest housing for the fellows.
